The results of the Labour Force Survey are estimates based on
a sample. Data for the 1993-2005 period are not methodologically comparable with the 1991 and 2002 census data.

Manner of presentation: aggregately for the whole economy; by region; surveys and comparisons usually cover the
population aged 25 or over, working-age population aged 25-64, or the total labour force.
