DESCRIPTION OF INDICATOR

Definition:

Total health expenditure comprises total public and private expenditure on health services provided and medical goods
dispensed to Slovenian residents according to the System of Health Accounts methodology. It includes expenditure on
curative care, rehabilitative care, long-term nursing care, ancillary health services, medical goods, prevention and public
health services, and health administration and health insurance (expenditure on cash benefits — sickness benefits,
funeral allowances — is not included).

The indicator is internationally comparable. Health care expenditure data are collected according to the System of Health
Accounts methodology (OECD: A System of Health Accounts, 2000), i.e. a joint methodology of the OECD, the Eurostat
and the WHO.

- ratio between public and private health expenditure
