DESCRIPTION OF INDICATOR

Definition:
We present three indicators from the group of health care resources indicators:

The number of practising physicians: the total number of practising physicians at all levels who are actively practising
medicine (physicians who directly provide services to patients)

The number of practising nurses: the total number of practising nurses, including nursing assistants

The number of hospital beds: the number of all hospital beds (not only acute care beds)

International comparability:

Data are internationally comparable. They are collected according to the joint methodology of the OECD, the Eurostat,
and the WHO.

Unit of measurement: absolute number per 100,000 inhabitants
